GROUND PREPARATION

Soil levels to be retained across new planting areas, including areas where grass is to be retained
and the area of ground that goes underneath the existing tree canopies. These areas should not

have a change in soil level or be compacted by vehicles or the storage of materials. No removal
or damage to existing vegetation should occur unless stated.

PROPOSED TREE PLANTING

To be planted as rootballed stock in the first available planting season after construction. Stock
size proposed is as shown and tree support shall be two softwood stakes @ 7.5cm diameter @
230cm length and should be driven into the ground to knee—height with ties and horizontal cross
support. Tree pit: 750x750x300mm depth

PROPOSED HEDGE PLANTING

Native hedgerow planting to be notched planted 300mm apart in double staggered rows at
450mm centres with plants of the same species in groups of 3 to 5 to be planted in the first
available planting season after construction, in @ minimum 300mm depth of clean topsoil.
